SWEET AND SOUR CHICKEN 
 

Ingredients - serves 1 (just double it for 2 people) 
1 chicken breast 
1/2  large carrot cut into thin sticks 
6 baby corn  
25g green beans or peas 
1 small diced onion  
2 tbsp oil 
50g long grain rice 
Batter 
1 egg yolk 
11/2 tbsp cornflour 
1 tbsp milk 
Black pepper 
Sauce 
2 tbsp water mixed with ½ chicken oxo 
1 tbsp tomato ketchup 
2 tsp soy sauce 
1 tbsp vinegar 
1 tbsp caster sugar  
How to make it …. 

1. Boil rice by following the instructions 
on the packet. 

2. Make the sauce by mixing all sauce 
ingredients together in a bowl. 

3. Beat together all the batter ingredients in 
another bowl. 

4. Dip the chicken in the batter. Fry in 2 
tbsp of oil until a light brown approx 3 
minutes then remove from pan and place 
on plate. CHECK TO SEE THE 
CHICKEN IS THOROUGHLY 
COOKED BY CUTTING ONE IN 
HALF. 

5. Add remaining oil to pan with prepared 
vegetables and stir fry for 4 minutes.. 

6. Add the sauce and boil for 1 minute. 
Then add the chicken and heat through. 

         7.    Drain the rice and spoon onto plate. Top 
                 with sweet and sour chicken mixture.
